A resource for individuals to use at home

This little booklet provides guidance for those who
wish to pray regularly for their parishes. It could be
used by a prayer group, but its primary purpose is to
support those whose instinct is to “go into your room,
close the door and pray to your Father, who is unseen.”

If you're not sure what to pray about, then your Parish
Priest will be glad to talk to you about where s/he
would most value your prayers at the moment.

What's here is a framework, to which your own prayers
for current local concerns can be added. We all have
our preferred ways of praying, and some people will
like the structure offered here but prefer to fill it with
their own words. Others will prefer to read the words
as they stand, and yet others will like to use a mixture
of the words printed here and their own words.

Whatever our preferred, style, we can be confident that
our Father always answers when we pray in faith.
